


Who are we? – North Lincolnshire Fairplay Football

What do we do? – We organise Fairplay Football
tournaments on Friday nights for boys aged 11-16
years in the Acorns area. Fairplay is different
because, you don’t have to be good at football and
you get Fairplay points for good sportsmanship.

We want to...
• Provide 3 eight week tournaments (Spring, Summer

and Autumn) for 80 boys.
• Organise celebratory “Awards Evenings” 
• Encourage good behaviour and respect for one

another with rewards 
• Encourage lads from Manor Farm, Riddings and

Westcliff estates to play in the same team to reduce
the tensions that sometimes exist

• Help older lads to become Team Mentors and
Coaches

• Provide transport to and from the matches

How will this make Acorns safer?
By involving young people in positive activities the
amount of Anti-Social Behaviour (ASB) is reduced.
The most recent tournament helped to bring about
a 30% reduction in ASB on Friday nights in this
area. The tournaments help the lads learn
tolerance, the rewards of good behaviour and
encourage them to progress to other positive
activities including coaching teams, refereeing and
gaining qualifications, and a sense of responsibility.

Why vote for this project?
We hope residents vote for our proposal because it
gives young people a chance to take part in
something more positive than just hanging round
on street corners on a Friday night. It gives them
the opportunity to play sport with young people
from other parts of Westcliff, Riddings and Manor
Farm, allowing them to make friends and get to
know some of the local residents and volunteers.

Who are we? – Humberside Fire & Rescue Service

What do we do? – Provide emergency fire and
rescue services, and work with partners to create
safer communities to promote fire prevention and
fire safety

We want to...
• Provide kitchen timers, deep fat fryers and multi-

plug extension leads to residents identified as at
risk, particularly elderly and vulnerable people

• Fit wheelie bin locks to domestic/commercial bins
where there is a risk of nuisance arson

• Provide and fit smoke alarms to vulnerable
residents’ homes

Free to identified homes across the Acorns

How will this make Acorns safer?
By making people safer in their homes there will
be a reduction in fire related deaths and injuries, a
reduction in arson and deliberate fires; and a

reduction in the number of accidental dwelling fires

Why vote for this project?
Humberside Fire and Rescue aim to improve
peoples’ lives by responding to emergencies and by
preventing them happening in the first place. By
supplying your community with bin locks, kitchen
timers, deep fat fryers and multi-plug extension
leads we aim to increase safety in the home and
allow you to make your home safer. Approximately
70% of accidental fires are cooking related. The
results of fire can be devastating, wheelie bin locks
prevent arsonists setting fire to your bins and
possibl your home. By voting for our proposal we
hope to prevent fires happening in the first place.

Who are we? - Humberside Police – Acorns
Neighbourhood Policing Team

What do we do? – We are here to protect your
community, police the area to make the estates
safer and improve the quality of life for residents.

We want to...
• Purchase and distribute 450 sets of Cycle lights
• Purchase and distribute 450 Cycle locks
• Identify young cyclists at risk when out on their

bikes in the dark, talk to them about cycle safety
and security and provide them with lights and locks

Free of charge and open to all young cyclists
across the Acorns

How will this make Acorns safer?
By increasing awareness of road safety and security
amongst young people, we will see a reduction in
cycle accidents thefts. By providing essential
equipment to young cyclists and engaging them in
discussion about the legal
requirements for cyclists, 
we will prevent them from
being stopped for not
having the correct
equipment, and therefore
coming to the attention of

the Police for the wrong reasons.

Why vote for this project?
Officers in the Neighbourhood Police team are very
concerned about the number of young people who
are at risk when out on their bikes in the dark; and
cycle thefts are a problem in the area. Our Police
Community Support Officers want to work with
young people to tackle this. This proposal enables
them to get the important messages out about
road safety and at the same time make a practical
difference by giving the equipment needed to
make them safer and their bikes more secure. I
hope residents give our proposal consideration as
we believe it will make a difference and improve
safety in this neihghbourhood.

Who are we? – Westcliff Neighbourhood Drop-In
Centre 

What do we do? – We provide support,
information, education and learning to all residents
in Westcliff and surrounding neighbourhoods. We
also provide regular and additional activities for
children and young people.

We want to...
• Provide a diversionary moto-bike project during the

Summer holidays for 60 young people
• Provide transport to and from the moto-bike project

daily 
• Provide Awareness and Prevention workshops on

self-defence and confidence building for 48 young
people

How will this make Acorns safer?
Mini-moto nuisance is a big problem in the Acorns.
Both projects will teach young people respect and
the need to be safe. They will have a greater
understanding of the requirements of the law
around riding motorbikes. Both projects will be
certificated and will encourage young people to
take up a regular activity which will reduce the
need to congregate where they cause a nuisance to

others. We expect to see a reduction in reports of
nuisance and anti-social behaviour, along with
quieter, safer streets for all of us.

Why vote for this project?
Because we will engage young people in activities
that will help them choose a different path - away
from anti social behavior, and teach them about
respect and safety for themselves and their
community. We have successfully delivered these
activities before with very positive outcomes. Our
project offers safe, supported, accessible, learning
and development activities linked to personal
safety and the safety of others in the community.
On completion, over 100 young people will be
better equipped with new skills and awareness to
deal safely with a variety of situations in their
community.

– The Sea Cadet Corps is a
national youth organisation for boys and girls aged
10 to 18. Our aim is to help young people towards
responsible adulthood by encouraging valuable
personal attributes and high standards of conduct
using a nautical theme based on the customs of the
Royal Navy & Royal Marines. Cadets meet 2
evenings a week (Tuesdays and Fridays) and
engage in weekend camps and activities.

We want to...
• Refurbish our training room to expand activities and

create a better learning environment
• Purchase new training equipment such as computer,

software and a projector 

How will this make Acorns safer? 
By reducing anti-social behavior; by getting
involved in adventurous activities Cadets become
self reliant, and develop consideration and respect
for others. The Corps
encourages high personal
standards and a sense of
purpose, and provides a
sound foundation for future
Careers. 

Why vote for this project?
Because Scunthorpe Sea Cadets is a youth charity
based on Wragby Road. Our aim is to get young
adults off the streets and give them a good start
and let them have fun in a controlled environment.
All of our activities are based on the traditions of
the Royal Navy. The Sea Cadets have been in
Scunthorpe for over 40 years and all funds have to
be raised by the Cadets and Staff. If we are
awarded this grant, it will make a tremendous
difference towards the learning facilities within the
unit.

Who are we? – Riddings Action Group, Riddings
Drop-in Centre

What do we do? – Encourage local people to take
an active part in our communities in order to
improve local services and facilities, which in turn
will empower local people and help them feel safer
and more loved.

We want to...
• Employ an Activities Co-ordinator over the school

summer holidays
• Provide an activity each weekday for five weeks

over August 2009 some of which will involve young
and older people participating together

• Involve 10 adults and 10 children in each inter-
generational activity

• Provide additional sessions if there is a demand for
them

Free of charge and open to all across the Acorns
area.

How will this help Acorns safer?
This project will give young people positive
activities to do instead of hanging around the
streets during the summer where they can be led
into causing nuisance and anti-social behaviour. This
activity will also create better community cohesion

by encouraging better understanding between the
generations.

Why vote for this project?
We hope residents will get behind us and vote for
our proposal. Our young people need positive
things to do in the school holidays as many of them
do not get the chance to go away. But the real
benefit of this project is that it will bring younger
and older people together in fun activities where
they can learn new things whilst developing a
better understanding of each other's qualities. This
money will make such a difference, it will enable
us to provide a jam-packed calendar of activities for
young and old people across the Acorns area.

What do we do? – Provide fun-based physical
activities throughout North Lincolnshire and build
links between Scunthorpe United FC and the local
community.

We want to...
• Provide Friday night football for 6-11 year old boys

and girls from 5pm to 6pm at Burringham Road
Fields during the School Summer term 

• Provide full day soccer camps during the school
holidays in the Westcliff, Riddings and Manor Farm
areas (2 during May half term and 8 during summer
holidays)

• Award free tickets to Scunthorpe United games for
children and their carers as a reward for good
behaviour at these sessions

• Provide volunteer placements for youths aged 16+
at soccer camps to start to develop coaching skills

How will this make 
Acorns safer?
By providing children with
positive, structured physical

activities and keeping them off the streets this will
keep them safe and reduce the nuisance caused to
their community.

Who are we? – New Westcliff Residents’
Association

This means that anti-social
behaviour, criminal damage, drink-related violence
and burglary will be substantially reduced in our
neighbourhood.

Project F ASBO Turn Around £5,000

Who are we? - Humberside Police – Acorns
Neighbourhood Policing Team

What do we do? – We are here to protect your
community, police the area to make the estates
safer and improve the quality of life for residents

We want to...
• Purchase 1,110 door alarms – they emit a loud

beep when the door is opened to alert the
occupant of a possible intruder

• Promote home security and encourage
householders to lock their doors at all times

• Carry this activity out as summer approaches and
the number of sneak-ins can rise unless residents
take security measures.

Free of charge to all residents we identify as “at
risk” of sneak-in burglaries in the Acorns area

How will this make Acorns safer?
Sneak-in burglaries are a problem in this
neighbourhood and cause our residents a lot of
distress and hardship. By providing door alarms and
advising residents of other measures they can take,
we will reduce the opportunity for sneak-ins and
reduce the number of residents who become
victims of this crime. This will also reduce the fear
of crime and make our elderly and most vulnerable

residents feel safe, and be safe.

Why vote for this project?
Sneak-in burglaries increased by 67% between
2007 and 2008 in this area. Whilst there is no
better security measure than locking your doors,
these door alarms have proven very effective in
deterring thieves and preventing these types of
crimes. As there are 4,500 homes in the Acorns
area we know demand will exceed supply, so we
will work with local partners to target the most
vulnerable residents in the area first. We believe
that if residents vote for this project it will be of
great benefit to the community.
